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Oct 2nd 2027 5:35 pm, Dubai, U.A.E. – All Hearts Connected
In  Dubai  Salma  and  her  family  are  following  the  event  from their
home. On her tablet Salma sees the stadium in Dubai. All  screens
display a beautiful heart. Salma wonders: "How amazing would it be if
all people could love each other without any barriers!" As she listens
to  Karin,  she is  more  and more  certain  that  this  will  happen.  She
thinks: “I  am already feeling so much more connected to everyone
around me! This feeling is so liberating.” A big smile lights up Salma's
face.

Being from a more orthodox background, it was difficult for Salma to
convince her family to allow her to join. Salma thinks: “Sitting here,
experiencing the connection with so many others, I now realize that
there is a beautiful and powerful world beyond my small bubble. It was
really worth the effort!”

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Oct 2nd 2027 9:35 am, Ottawa, Canada – Inflatable Screens
In Ottawa we see a huge Airscreen, which now shows the 3rd square,
the Taj Mahal, representing Agra with 5000 participants. Then we see
the 4thsquare,  the Big Ben, representing London. Then we see the
Pyramids in Egypt, the Eiffel Tower in Paris, the Golden Gate bridge in
San Francisco. The screen now shows 9 squares and the squares are
ongoingly changing to display all the different locations in our world. 
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Oct 2nd 2027 3:35 pm, Lohr am Main, Germany – One Family
In  just  fifteen seconds we have already seen hundreds of  famous
landmarks representing interactive locations. Those landmarks have
all been transformed into locations for participating in these worldwide
interactive events. 

On screen we see a family in 'Lohr am Main' participating in the event
from their garden with a Nano Airscreen. It is overwhelming to get that
almost  3.5  million people have already tuned in from more than a
100.000  different  locations.

This morning I spoke to Brendan, our
Chief  Technology  Officer.  He  says:  “Zoom  will  support  with  the
technology  for  Worldwide  Interactive  Events!  We  are  working  on
providing  breakout  rooms  for  sessions  with  10  million  people!”

Elisa, barely able to stop
laughing, says: “My name is Elisa. I am a 'guest' of MCI Framingham.
My  purpose  is  to  collaborate  with  Simone  to  get  more  prisoners
involved and inspire other prisons to also join these events!”

On screen we see a hospital in Lisbon, Portugal. The disclosure of
new healing technologies was done in 2021. The Med-Beds are now
available in all major cities of all countries worldwide. 

Then the screen switches to a remote island. We see a young girl
participating from a hospital bed. She speaks: “My name is Charlene. I
have watched videos of Steven Greer and read his book 'Hidden Truth
Forbidden  Knowledge'.

We have a database with people who request to interact online with
others. The database gets filled when the event starts. People enter
their name, location, country, Skype id and WhatsApp number. Skype
and WhatsApp are used parallel to our video conferencing platform on
Zoom and our live broadcasting.

The events need only one thing to make it very powerful and that is
the experience of unity consciousness. What is needed for that is to
transcend egoic consciousness. We do so through active participation
in shared activities. The frequent interaction between online buddy's,
guided  by  powerful  dialogue  of  the  host  always  guarantees  these
unprecedented experiences.

As  all
consciousness  is  connected  we  are  also  impacting  the  collective
consciousness. Yes! People knowing that this exists brings us another
step  closer  to  distributing  new  energy  devices  and  anti  gravity
transport  to  every  family  worldwide.  This  will  play  a  major  role  in
creating a world that works for all people by the year 2050.

First  Zoom  generates  an  English  translation  of  the
Russian spoken words using automatic speech translation. 

This is being displayed on two computer screens of two Sustainable
World Leaders at the local site. In this example the Russian location.
Both leaders correct errors simultaneously. One works from the end of
the sentence, the other from the beginning. A smart software displays
real time the changes they both make. Then they send it through as
English text to all connected locations. Our partnership with Zoom is
once again proven to be a great asset in our project.

At every location this English text is automatically translated by Zoom
into the native language of that country or state. In Prague Dimitri is
correcting  the  Czech  which  was  automatically  translated  from  the
English  which  was  sent  to  all  locations.  Then  it  is  displayed  as
subtitles on the screen. It is a technological breakthrough. 

The people who are speaking are always asked to talk slowly and
clearly and pause after each sentence. The pause at the end of each
sentence also supports people to be present. The whole process for
translation just takes 2 to 3 seconds depending on the skills of the
local Sustainable World Leaders . . . . and boy oh boy these leaders
are way fast. 

More and more educational institutes partner up following the example
of SWU in 2022. An abundance of volunteers is becoming available as
so many students worldwide share the dream of creating a 
sustainable world.
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Nov 6th 2027 4:34 pm, Madagascar – Mikhail Zolotin Speaks
In  Madagascar  Rojo  is  seeing  the  team of  5  Russian  Sustainable
World Leaders on screen.  The one with the white checked shirt  is
Mikhail.

Mikhail  starts  speaking:  “Zdraavstvoechee.  Minjaa  zavoet  Mikhail
Zolotin.  Spahsieba Shilpa and team!”  Overwhelmed by emotion he
suddenly  stops  speaking.  Worldwide  all  locations  are  completely
silent. All the Sustainable World Leaders have been trained to accept
and embrace the so called 'difficult' emotions like sadness, anger, guilt
and more. This way they always provide a safe space for other people
to  fully  express  themselves.

Sam, the best friend of Elise, who we saw in the last event, starts to
speak:  “Today  Simone  came  to  the  prison  to  make  us  a  fancy  5
course  meal.  She  said  she  was  inspired  by  us  because  we  are
standing for the transformation of all prisons worldwide.” All of us see
a clearly empowered Sam.

Joe pulls himself together: “Lets switch to Simone and Brittany, who
are currently running a project in Greece.” On a parking lot in Athens
we see both the ladies on a huge Airscreen. Brittany speaks: “Lets
create a safe space for doing the healing work. In our current society
we have forgotten what true love is. We have been deeply conditioned
by media, movies, songs, books and more.

Six
year old  Aldana speaks: “Te quiero, te doy las gracias por estar en mi
mundo!” Jana from Slovakia:"Lúbim ťa, ďakujem že si v mojom svete!"
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Nov 6th 2027 - What is your Legacy?
The  core  team  with  some  of  the  Senior  Founders,  Funders  and
Friends are all sitting quietly with a big smile on their face. We always
joke and call ourselves the 'Old World Leaders'. I am taking a moment
to  look into the eyes of  Shilpa,  Nathalie,  Foster,  Rosanne,  Alesha,
Michael,  Megan,  John,  Kenny,  Steven,  Alex,  Kimberly,  Faith,  Song
and Kelly.

Our vision for people to become powerful
Sustainable World Leaders is unfolding and we have just experienced
the impact in our world. 

We feel confident that these Sustainable World Leaders can indeed
create a world that works for ALL. With deep awe and humility we say
thanks for being able to be an instrument in freeing humanity from
suffering. What better legacy can one leave behind.

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Nov 7th 2027 – the Day After the Event
